Remove all surface contamination by
washing with an appropriate cleaner,
rinse thoroughly and allow to dry. Exist-
ing peeled or checked paint should be
scraped and sanded to a sound surface.
Glossy surfaces should be sanded dull.
Stains from water, smoke, ink, pencil,
grease, etc. should be sealed with
PrepRite® ProBlock® Primer Sealer.

Concrete, Stucco

If needed, pressure clean with a minimum
of 2100 psi to remove all dirt, dust,
grease, oil, loose particles, laitance, for-
eign material, peeling and defective coat-
ings, chalk, form release agents, mois-
ture curing membranes, etc. Remove all
mildew. Allow the surface to dry thor-
oughly. Concrete and mortar must be
cured at least 7 days at 75°F. On tilt-up
and poured-in-place concrete, commer-
cial detergents and sandblasting may be
necessary to remove sealers, release
compounds, and to provide an anchor
pattern. Fill bugholes, air pockets,cracks,
and other voids with ConSeal™ Sealant
or Patch.
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SURFACE PREPARATION

Masonry surfaces must be dry, 15% or
less of water, and within a pH range of 6
to 12. If the pH is above 12, prime the
surface first with Loxon Primer or Loxon
Surfacer.

Sealing and Patching—After cleaning

the surface thoroughly, prime any bare

surface with Loxon Acrylic Primer, apply

ConSeal Sealant or Patch if needed, al-

low to dry, then topcoat.

To improve the performance consider:

e Use caution when preparing the sub-
strate to create a uniform surface.

e Cracks, crevices, and through-wall
openings must be patched using
ConSeal Sealant or Patch.

« Fill voids and openings around window
and doors using ConSeal Sealant or
Patch.

 Stripe coat all inside and outside cor-
ners and edges with 1 coat of ConFlex
XL High Build Coating.

APPLICATION

Apply at temperatures between 50°F and
100°F. Do not reduce.

Brush, small areas only - Use a nylon/
polyester brush. Avoid over-brushing
which causes air bubbles.

Roller, small areas only - Use a %" to
124" nap synthetic roller cover. Avoid rapid
rolling which causes bubbling.
